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Cooperation in the field of tourism between the llediterranean countries
is not only desirable, but a necessity. It is believed that such coope-
ration would enhance understanding between the countries of this area,
and eventually would lead to an increase in the revenue of the respec-—
tive countries., This Department has noted with interest the various
efforts which were started in Italy to promote this cooperation, and
did instruct its representative in Rome to collaborate fully. It should
be noted with regret, however, that no effective cooperation has been
attained up till now.

A. In my opinion a better cooperation should be realized on two bases :
1) Encouraging tourist exchange between the various countries by
encouraging tours, and promoting the various countries of the
area through the official and commercial tourist organizations.

2) Selling the Mediterranean basin to foreign tourists in a package
tour. This could be realized through the cooperation of all
travel agencies.

B. Propaganda on a regional basis would be fruitful provided the
proposed lMediterranean Committee, with the cooperation of the
renowned travel and maritime agencies in the region, would
follow the same principles of the European Travel Commission
in setting up promotional propaganda, which would include inter-
regional tours between the various countries.

It is also suggested that propaganda material, by the member
countries, be distributed without any hindrance through the res-
pective official tourist organizations.

C. Differences in currency regulations and frontier formalities of
the llediterranean countries, in many instances, are a standing
block in the way of expanding tourism. A special committee should
be formed to study these differences and try to prescribe a uni-
fied policy that would eliminate these difficulties; and at the same
time the members of the organization will take it upon themselves
to convince their governments for the adoption of same.

Jordan Tourist Department realizes that the tourist trade in the
country has not been promoted as expected due to the political
instability which took place in the Middle East. The Department
is planning to effect the following projects during 1958 :-

A wide promotional campaign on the Continent and the Americas
to attract tourists to the Holy Land.
‘reparation of tourist promotional material of different types
5> enlighten foreigners of the great possibilities that this
ngdom offers the tourist.
tablishment of a new information centre and an exhibition
mises in Jerusalem.
ending loans to hotel owners for improvement and establishing
hotels.
oving the roads leading to the places of interest, and impro-
the maintenance of the historical ang religious siteg,

o
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6) Establishment of a new tourist office in New York.

These plans take into consideration the touristic possibi-
lities of the country, and the immense potentialities that Jordan
can offer. It is to be noted, however, that the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan houses among other things Christianity's most revered
shrines, the Church of the Holy Sepulchre and Nativity, in addition
monuments and leisure spots which render it ideal for the visitor.
All types of tourists can satisfy their wishes while in Jordan.

I take this opportunity to congratulate the "Vie Mediter?anée"
magazine on having organized this enquiry, and do hope that Mediterra-

nean tourism would realize the positive steps which are very important
for the whole region.
